For a variety of reasons, including lack of certified lifeguard staff, unavailability of training certification, restricted capacity and compliance with recommended safety guidelines the pool will remain closed for the current summer season.  “We are saddened by this outcome but this has been a very unusual year so far,” commented Mayor Mike McMahan, “public safety and having adequately trained lifeguard staff have challenged our ability to open the pool.”
The airport, terminal building, golf course, ball fields, Goldthwaite Pavilion, City Hall lobby and Welcome Center have all been re-opened.  The Welcome Center hours are currently limited due to availability of staff.  It is expected the Welcome Center will return to normal full-time operations by July 1, 2020.  The City will continue to operate these facilities in accordance with recommended capacity and safety guidelines.
